U.S. ENERGY DEPARTMENT
ROUNDTABLE ON

ENERGY SECURITY

vPSSI hosted a roundtable on energy
security in June 2008 with representatives
of the U.S. Department of Energy. The U.S.
delegation included Carol Dumaine, Deputy
Director for Energy and Environmental
Security; Alexander C. Goodale, Deputy
Director for Intelligence and Manolis
R. Priniotakis, Energy Security Division.
The discussion mainly focused on issues
connected with the undue dependency
of Central and Eastern Europe (CEE)
on Russian natural gas. Other issues
included innovative approaches to energy
development, environmental safeguards,
enhanced security of supplies and the need
for identifying potential interdisciplinary
solutions. Among the points analyzed
were the sharp spike in oil prices and the
connectivity with the weak dollar, tight
supplies, climate change, continued
geopolitical volatility in the Middle East
and the added burden of China’s and
India’s voracious demands for energy.

ROUNDTABLE ON JIHADIST
MOVEMENTS IN EUROPE

In September 2008, PSSI organized, in
cooperation with the European Foundation
for Democracy in Brussels, an informal
debate entitled “Jihadist  Strategies

against Europe: Background, Projections
and Options”. Our guest speaker was
Dr. Walid Phares, Visiting Fellow at the
European Foundation for Democracy.
Dr. Phares outlined and explained the
rise of the global Jihadist movements in
Europe. He concentrated his remarks on
the perception of Europe by the global
Jihadists, their specific strategies, and the
projected future goals of the movement.
Dr. Phares also provided concrete policy
recommendations concerning how to
manage this burgeoning threat.

CONFERENCE ON “THEORY AND
PRACTICE OF POST-CONFLICT
RECONSTRUCTION"

Metropolitan University in Prague (MUP)
in cooperation with PSSI, convened
a conference on peace-building and
peace-keeping. The conference represented
one of the first events on this topic held
in the Czech Republic. It emphasized
the Czech conceptual and practical
contributions to various peace-keeping
and peace-building operations around
the world.

As a teenager
this was young Bill Martin’s — currently
Chairman of PSSI’s Corporate Council, first
introduction to the human suffering of the
Cold War. He inspired his son - together
with Roger Robinson’s dad—to establish the
Robinson-Martin Security Scholars Program
which is named after these exceptional,
patriotic fathers. He was happily married
twice — to Ailene Flynn Martin and to
Mary Wellington Martin. Mr. Martin was
very proud of the Prague Security Studies
Institute. His son and two grandsons,
Nicholas and Christopher Martin, proudly
carry on his legacy.
